SCHEDULED TEEN COURT SENTENCING HEARING! ***

You have been given the opportunity to participate in the Alachua County Sheriff’s Office Teen Court Program. Teen Court is voluntary and requires that you have admitted guilt to the charge(s). You have been given a second chance by the State of Florida and the victim to correct your behavior. Failure to complete or appear for Teen Court will result in your case being referred to the State Attorney’s Office.

Courthouse Procedures:

· The Alachua County Family and Civil Justice Center is located at 201 East University Avenue, Gainesville, Fl. 32601, phone (352) 374-3654 or 374-5239. All person’s and property entering the Alachua County Courthouse will be screened for weapons in accordance with County Ordinance No. 86-7. Legal weapons, common pocket knives and other pointed items, including glass products will be taken from persons entering the courthouse. Illegal weapons will be taken as evidence and the person arrested for the appropriate violation. Please leave unnecessary book bags and similar items at home or in your vehicle. 

· DRESS CODE - Shorts, jeans, capris, hats, tank-tops, midriff T-shirts, low-cut shirts, sleeveless shirts, flip-flops, and sandals ARE NOT appropriate attire. Shirts must be tucked in at all times. Please keep in mind that your appearance lends to character. Defendants not dressed appropriately are not allowed to participate and will be asked to leave the courthouse.

· Although the actual Teen Court proceedings begin at 5:15 p.m., defendants are required to appear no later than 4:15 p.m. on the second floor of the Alachua County Courthouse. Please check in with the Teen Court Staff when you and your parent(s) or guardian(s) arrive. Please be aware that the Court Security Deputies will not allow Teen Court participants to enter or re-enter the Courthouse after 5:00 p.m. 

· After you have checked in please be seated outside of the courtroom. Teen Court announcements will take place prior to the court proceedings at which time defendants and their parent(s) or guardian(s) will be asked to be seated in the courtroom. 

· You and your parent(s) or guardian(s) must be present until your sentencing hearing is completed. Once your sentence has been read please exit the courtroom to meet with a Teen Court Staff member to review your Teen Court Contract/Agreement. Please know that the last case is typically finished no later than 7:15 p.m. 

· You are responsible for completing your sanctions by the deadline listed on the Teen Court Contract. Your Teen Court Case Manager will check on your progress periodically. If you have any questions or concerns, please contact your Case Manager. Please refer to the monthly Teen Court Calendar for the name, telephone number, and email address of your case manager. Thank you.
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COMMUNITY SERVICE VOLUNTEER WORK

Teen Court is hopeful that your time spent serving the community will leave you with the understanding that your productive behavior is valuable to your community. You should walk away from this service, no matter how simple the tasks you perform may be, feeling good about yourself. When you are tempted to become involved in negative behavior, always remember there are some good things you could do with that time and you will avoid trouble in the future. Good Luck!

NOTE: Only HALF of your total court ordered community service may be carried out through 
Teen Court community service opportunities!

1.	You may choose to go to any non-profit or government agencies on this list, but you are not limited to the list! You may want to access the following website for additional community service sites in Alachua County: volunteermatch.org (use advanced search option). Another example of where you might serve is a church or an agency that your parents may be involved with. You must do a good deed for no cash payment! WORKING AT A LOCAL COMMERCIAL BUSINESS IS NOT ACCEPTABLE. Try to choose a place close to home so as to minimize the strain placed on your parents/guardians. 

2.	If you call an agency and they have no work available for you then move on to another agency. DO NOT waste time waiting to serve the hours at your first choice! Also, if you are unsure as to whether a specific agency/organization is an acceptable community service location, please contact your case manager for clarification.

3.	You are responsible for returning your community service time sheet to your Teen Court Case Manager or any of the Teen Court Staff members. Most defendants bring their time sheet with them when they serve on jury duty. However, you may choose to mail or fax the time sheet.

Before turning in your time sheet be sure that it is completely filled out and that all the information is correct. Also, it is a good idea to make a copy of it for your records. Note: Your case manager will call to confirm all information listed on your community service time sheet.

5.	Once the Teen Court Office receives your community service sheet(s) and all other sanctions have been completed, a Notice of Teen Court Completion will be mailed to your home, the State Attorney's Office (if applicable), and a copy will be placed in your Teen Court file.

6.	PLEASE NOTE: Failure to attend or call in advance to reschedule any of your mandatory or voluntary groups will result in no community service credit being awarded.

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JURY DUTY INSTRUCTIONS

Teen Court is held every Tuesday night from 4:00 pm – 7:15 pm at the Family and Civil Justice Center located at 201 E. University Avenue unless court is cancelled.   Please refer to the Teen Court monthly calendar or contact your Teen Court Case Manager to confirm that court will be in session. The Alachua County Courthouse is located at 201 East University Avenue, Gainesville, Fl. 32601, phone (352) 374-3654 or 374-5239. All person’s and property entering the Alachua County Courthouse will be screened for weapons in accordance with County Ordinance No. 86-7. Legal weapons, common pocket knives and other pointed items, including glass products will be taken from persons entering the courthouse and returned upon departure. Illegal weapons will be taken as evidence and the person arrested for the appropriate violation. Please leave unnecessary book bags and similar items at home or in your vehicle. 

You do not need to call the Teen Court office in order to sign up for Jury Duty. However, you do need to complete your jury duty sessions by the deadline listed on your Teen Court Contract/Agreement. Also, please understand that you DO NOT receive community service credit for MANDATORY jury sessions. However, once you have completed your mandatory jury sessions then you may complete extra jury sessions for community service credit. Participants are typically awarded three (3) hours community service credit for extra jury sessions. 

When you arrive at Teen Court please sign in at the jury registration table and then have a seat in the courtroom. When signing in, please use your name as it appears on the Teen Court Contract/Agreement. No nick-names! You will be assigned at least one jury per court session, and may be required to serve on more than one jury. Please keep in mind all first time jury members may be required to attend juror training at court beginning at 4:30 pm. As always, JURY MEMBERS MUST BE DRESSED APPROPRIATELY FOR COURT. No shorts, mini-skirts, Capris, hats, tank-tops, midrift T-shirts, sleeveless shirts, flip-flops, or sandals are to be worn in the courtroom. Shirts must be tucked in at all times. If those in charge feel you are dressed inappropriately, you will not be allowed to participate. 

NOTICE TO PARENTS:

When your child enters the courthouse he/she must sign in with one of the Teen Court staff. Your child will be expected to remain in the courtroom. Please keep in mind that the Court Security Deputies will not allow Teen Court participants to enter or reenter the Courthouse after 5:00 pm. Any child acting inappropriately will be asked to leave immediately. Also, you may choose to remain in the courtroom while your child serves jury duty, or you will have to arrange to pick up your child at the front door of the courthouse. Teen Court typically ends at 7:15 pm. Please have your parent/guardian pick you up no later than 7:15 pm. Your child may be asked to sign out with the bailiff at the Court Security desk upon leaving the courthouse.

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TOUR OF THE ACSO DEPARTMENT OF THE JAIL
RULES & REGULATIONS

You have volunteered to take a tour of the Alachua County Sheriff’s Office Department of the Jail, located at 3333 NE 39th Avenue, Gainesville, Florida. Tours are normally held once per month from 4:00pm to 5:15pm by appointment only! Please refer to the Teen Court Monthly Calendar for exact dates of the jail tour. Also, you MUST contact your case manager in order to reserve a space for the tour. Please note that you will receive four (4) hours of community service credit for your participation. 

· ANY PERSON UNDER THE AGE OF 18 MUST BE ACCOMPANIED BY AN ADULT AT ALL TIMES WHILE PRESENT AT THE DEPARTMENT OF THE JAIL. JUVENILES NOT PARTICIPATING IN THE TOUR CANNOT UNDER ANY CIRCUMSTANCES REMAIN IN THE JAIL LOBBY OR ON THE DEPARTMENT OF THE JAIL PROPERTY UNATTENDED BY AN ADULT.

· A Parental/Guardian Release for the Tour of the Department of the Jail form must be completed for all minors prior to entering the facility. Identification is required for adults accompanying Teen Court participants. Acceptable means of identification are as follows; Drivers License, State Identification Cards, Valid Passport, Military Picture I.D.

· Security Personnel have the right to search each person who enters the facility and refuse entrance into the facility. All tour participants must be fully dressed in order to participate!!! Fully dressed means shoes, shirts, slacks, jeans, long skirts, or dresses. Garments may not be made of a sheer, see through type material. NO midrift T-shirts, sleeveless shirts, low-cut shirts, tight fitting clothing, mini skirts, shorts, swim wear, flip-flops or open-toed shoes are allowed!

· Tour participants who are unruly or visibly under the influence of drugs or alcohol will not be allowed to participate in the tour. Obscene or offensive gestures, acts or language are strictly prohibited, and will result in expulsion from the facility. Persons participating in a tour must avoid contact, either verbal or physical, with any and all inmates.

YOU ARE REQUIRED TO TAKE THIS FORM AND THE PARENT/GUARDIAN RELEASE FORM WITH YOU TO THE TOUR OF THE JAIL. Once you have completed the tour you will need to return this form to one of the Teen Court staff members. If you are sending it by mail, please make a copy for your own records. You may also bring the form with you when you come for Jury Duty.

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SENTENCING INSTRUCTIONS

APOLOGY LETTER: You have been instructed by the Teen Court Jury to write a sincere apology letter to the victim in this case. Apology letters must be at least 75 words long. Please deliver the apology letter to a Teen Court staff member with a stamped, addressed envelope. A copy of the apology letter will be inserted in your file and the original mailed to the victim.

EDUCATIONAL/INFORMATIONAL GROUPS: All defendants may be required or choose to participate in at least one of several educational/informational groups offered by the Teen Court Program. Groups that are offered include but are not limited to: Conflict Resolution Group, Theft Awareness Class, Substance Awareness Group, as well as other various groups. All educational/informational groups are free and can be used in place of half of your community service hours. PLEASE NOTE: Failure to attend or call in advance to reschedule any of your mandatory or voluntary groups will result in no community service credit being awarded!

ESSAY: If you are sentenced to write an essay you must use at least 2 or more references (books), and it must be a minimum of 500 words if not otherwise stated on your Teen Court Contract. The essay must be in your own words, not copied out of a book or off of the internet. The essay must be typed or neatly written in pen. If we cannot read it, the essay will be returned to you to do over. Once you have completed the essay, you may choose to mail, fax, or turn it in when you do jury duty. Please be sure to make a copy of your essay for your records 

CURFEW: The jury may sentence you to a reasonable curfew for weekdays and weekends if they feel this is appropriate. This curfew will be monitored by your parent(s) or guardian(s) as well as your Teen Court Case Manager. Failure to obey this curfew may result in a decline from the Teen Court program and your case referred to the State Attorney’s Office.

NO CONTACT WITH CO-DEFENDANT(S): The jury may sentence you to no contact with your co-defendant(s) if they feel negative peer pressure was involved. This includes phone calls and after-school activities. This no contact sanction will be monitored by your parent(s) or guardian(s) and your Teen Court Case Manager. Failure to obey this no-contact order may result in a decline from the Teen Court program and your case referred to the State Attorney’s Office.

DRUG TESTING: If you have a history of alcohol and/or drug use you will be mandated to undergo drug screening at least one time to be completed before the deadline listed on your Teen Court Contract/Agreement. Furthermore, you must provide at least one negative drug screening no later than thirty (30) days from the CLEAN DATE listed on your Teen Court Contract/Agreement. The cost of the drug screening is your responsibility and can range from $30.00 - $60.00 depending on the site you choose. The following agencies accept walk-ins for drug screenings: Doctors Lab of Gainesville, 3601 SW 2nd Ave., Suite B, Phone: 352-373-3395; Elite Services Inc., 3601 SW 2nd Ave., Suite E, Phone: 352-371-2280; First Care of Gainesville, 4343 Newberry Rd., Phone: 352-373-2340.  Please be sure that you have a valid picture ID and a parent/guardian present with you otherwise the testing agency will not perform the drug screening. You may also choose to visit your family doctor for drug screening if preferred. Regardless of where your drug screening is conducted, you must provide a copy of each test result.  Failure to provide a negative drug screening will result in your Teen Court Contract/Agreement being terminated and your case being referred to the State Attorney’s Office for prosecution in Juvenile Court.

SCHOOL ATTENDANCE: It goes without saying that all defendants will attend school regularly during their probationary period. If you fail to do so, you will be declined from the Teen Court Program and your case referred to the State Attorney’s Office.
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JUVENILE DIVERSION EXPUNCTION INFORMATION (misdemeanors)

We encourage you to have record expunged, meaning destroying any evidence that you were charged with a non-violent misdemeanor crime. Therefore, please visit the Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s website at www.fdle.state.fl.us/expunge. Once you have accessed this webpage you will then click on the “Download Application for Juvenile Expunge” link to access the application which also includes instructions on how to complete the application. Finally, please be aware that you must complete the application within six (6) months of completing the Teen Court Program. NOTE: Persons issued Juvenile Civil Citations are not required to complete this process as your case was handled non-judicially, and therefore you do not have a criminal record.

How to fill out an application after successfully completing the Teen Court Program (non-arrest)

Since you have completed a non-judicial, juvenile diversionary program you have not been formally prosecuted by the State Attorney yet there will be a record that you were charged with a crime. For purposes of filling out applications for employment, scholarships, or schools please be aware that you do not have an arrest record. However, it is possible for employers and other organizations to access your juvenile record. For this reason, we advise that you be honest when filling out an application that asks for this information.

Samples of Application Questions:

Have you ever been arrested, charged, or convicted of a crime in this or any other state? If yes, please describe.
	No. You have not been arrested, charged or convicted of a crime.

Have you ever been convicted of a crime? 
	No. You have not been convicted of a crime.

Have you ever been convicted of a felony?
	No. You have not been convicted of a felony.

Are you currently charged or have you been convicted or found guilty (even if adjudication withheld) of violating federal or stated law or municipal ordinance other than traffic or minor offenses involving a fine of $50 or less?
No. You were never formally charged and you were never found guilty by a court of law.

Have you ever been charged for an offense where you had to do some provision of community services, probation, jail sentence, etc.?
Yes, you completed sanctions as part of a juvenile diversionary program but you were not prosecuted or convicted. Your charge was dismissed.

Important Note: After completing Teen Court successfully, please understand that you have not been formally charged, prosecuted by the courts, nor convicted of any crime.
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EXPUNGEMENT/SEALED RECORDS INFORMATION (felonies)

We encourage you to have your record expunged/sealed if you were either arrested and/or charged with a felony. Therefore, please visit the Florida Department of Law Enforcement’s website at www.fdle.state.fl.us/expunge. Once you have accessed this webpage you will then click on the “Download Expunge/Seal Package” link to access the application which also includes instructions on how to complete the application. Note: There are certain disqualifying felony crimes that would prevent you from having your record expunged/sealed. Please refer to page four (4) of the application for a list of disqualifying felonies. Finally, please be aware that you must complete the application within six (6) months of completing the Teen Court Program.

How to fill out an application after successfully completing the Teen Court Program (arrest)
Since you have completed a non-judicial, diversion program you have not been formally prosecuted by the State Attorney. However, there will be a record of your arrest. For purposes of filling out applications for employment, scholarships, or schools please be aware that you have an arrest record, and that it is possible for employers and other organizations to access your juvenile arrest records. For this reason, we advise that you be honest when filling out an application that asks for this information.

Samples of Application Questions:

Have you ever been arrested, charged, or convicted of a crime in this or any other state? If yes, please describe.
Yes. You have been arrested but you have not been formally charged or convicted by the State.

Have you ever been convicted of a crime?
No. You have not been convicted, but you were arrested.

Have you ever been convicted of a felony?
No. You have not been convicted, but you were arrested.

Are you currently charged or have you been convicted or found guilty (even if adjudication withheld) of violating federal or stated law or municipal ordinance other than traffic or minor offenses involving a fine of $50 or less?
No. You were never formally charged convicted, or found guilty, but you have been arrested.

Have you ever been charged of an offense where you had to do some provision of community services, probation, jail sentence, etc.?
You were arrested for an offense where you completed sanctions but you were not prosecuted or convicted by the courts. Consequently, your charge(s) were dismissed by the State.

Important Note: After completing Teen Court successfully, please understand that you have not been formally charged, prosecuted by the courts, nor convicted of any crime. However, your arrest record will remain. When asked on an application if you have ever been arrested, we advise that you divulge the following:
“As a juvenile, I was arrested for _______________________. However, I was never charged, never prosecuted, and never convicted of this crime.”

Or you can choose to say: “I was arrested, but my charge(s) was dismissed.”

You may want to consider using either of the above statement to answer all questions. If a background investigation is conducted, you will have disclosed all information up front.
